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Note:  This article is part 5 in a series of articles about Howard Gardner’s 
theory of multiple intelligences.   

For thousands of years, storytelling was a way people 
communicated their history, religion, entertainment and the 
passing of knowledge, understandings and wisdom.  Some find 
storytelling to be an event that transpires between the storyteller 
and their audience by use of tone, timbre, and gestures.  Some 
believe that 35,000 year old pictures found in caves and rock 
formations were writings of early storytelling.  Jesus used stories to 
teach crowds of people and so did the prophets.  Today, we find 
stories in books, movies, theatre, the web and even song.  Whether 
you agree with people who find storytelling to be an old and dying 
art or you find that it has just altered over the years, the art of 
storytelling is magical; it is a gift. 

Past newsletters have described to you the following intelligences:  
bodily-kinesthetic (body-smart) intelligence, visual-spatial (picture-
smart) intelligence, intrapersonal (self-smart) intelligence, 
interpersonal (people-smart) intelligence, and musical intelligence 
(music-smart).  Today, I would like to share with you the verbal-
linguistic intelligence commonly called, and easily recognized as, 
word-smart. 

People with verbal-linguistic intelligence have a gift for written and 
spoken language.  They can easily express their thoughts and needs 
both orally and written as well as understand other people through 
this venue.  If you have this gift, you have enhanced ability to also 
persuade others through written or oral means.  You also can have 
the talent for learning different languages and can better 
understand the cultural differences of languages!  If this sounds 
like you or someone you know, do they like crossword puzzles, 
puns, jokes, limericks, making up poetry or stories, formal 
speaking, creating writing, telling jokes and/or debating? 
 
In the classroom, students with verbal-linguistic intelligence easily 
remember written and oral language.  A key way these students 
learn in the classroom is by use of dictionaries and reading or 
hearing information through text, plays and poetry.  

They are highly motivated by writing opportunities such as papers 
or journals, reading books or short stories, and learning through 
plays and poetry.  This is enjoyed either individually or orally in a 
group.  Students with the verbal-linguistic intelligence are fortunate 
to have high comprehension skills.  It is easy to see how children 
with this intelligence achieve much practice in the classroom; this 
area is more routinely applied and recognized.  Many times, these 
students have high self-efficacy and therefore can be more 
motivated to learn. 

The best place for verbal-linguistic people to shine is in the 
following careers:  writers, lawyers, journalists, speakers, trainers, 
teachers, linguists, editors, announcers, speech pathologists, PR or 
media consultants, and even comedians. 

As you reflect on these intelligences with me every month, think 
about the many ways these intelligences overlap another.  This is 
just another indication of why they are all of great value in life.  
There is not one person who excels at all of them, but we need 
people who are collectively good at different things.  Just think of 
how these gifts benefit each other and how in turn this benefits 
our world! 

“For we are God's workmanship, created in 
Christ Jesus to do good works, which God 
prepared in advance for us to 
do.”
