
Each one of us is given special talents and gifts; gifts that 
can offer us elation, a sense of confidence and relaxation.  
If understood and embraced, these special gifts help us 
make sense of the world around us.  Each time that we ask 
a question about our world and seek answers, we are 
learning.  (We do this all of the time!)  How we get to that 
answer can vary:  asking questions, researching, 
experiencing, and etc.  How many of us, or our children, 
learned about buoyancy by throwing an object in water?  
(My brother liked throwing our cordless phone into our fish 
tank!).  Howard Gardner’s Multiple Intelligences brings to 
light our special gifts and helps show us how we can utilize 
our gifts to learn.  In last month’s Providence Post, I 
discussed one type of intelligence called bodily-kinesthetic.  
People with this special gift learn through hands-on 
experiences.  You may know of someone who does not like 
to read directions when assembling objects; they just study 
the parts carefully and begin assembling it. (And most of 
the time they do it correctly).  You may also find that 

people with this gift will always be fidgeting with 
something.  A young child may always want to be on 
your lap, hug you, or constantly hang on you.  This is 
how they express themselves and how they learn.  Today, 
I would like to share with you another type of 
intelligence called spatial or picture smart.    People who 
possess this gift may have a vivid imagination, strong 
visual memory, possess graphic or art skills and/or have 
strong spatial reasoning.  They enjoy puzzles and mazes 
and are often caught doodling and daydreaming!  In 
school, these children learn best with visual cues from 
objects such as posters, charts and graphics.  It is 
interesting to note that as an athlete, you utilize the gift of 
bodily-kinesthetic with spatial intelligence to judge 
where a ball will fall in order to catch it.  Future careers 
for people with spatial intelligence include pilots, 
sculptors, engineers, scientists, architects, artists and 
more.  Reflect on the special gift or talent you possess 
and think about how you can utilize this strength to learn 
more about yourself, others and the world around you. 
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From a strictly mathematical viewpoint: 
What Equals 100%? What does it mean to give MORE than 100%? Ever wonder about those people who 
say they are giving more than 100%? We have all been in situations where someone wants you to GIVE 

OVER 100%. How about ACHIEVING 101%? Here's a little mathematical formula that might help. Answer 
these questions: 

If: 
A B C D E F G H I J K L M N O P Q R S T U V W X Y Z  

Is represented as: 
1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9 10 11 12 13 14 15 16 17 18 19 20 21 22 23 24 25 26. 

 
If: 

H-A-R-D-W-O-R- K  
8+1+18+4+23+15+18+11 = 98% 

And: 
K-N-O-W-L-E-D-G-E� 

11+14+15+23+12+5+4+7+5 = 96% 
But: 

A-T-T-I-T-U-D-E 
1+20+20+9+20+21+4+5 = 100%  

 
THEN, look how far the love of God will take you:  

L-O-V-E-O-F-G-O-D 
12+15+22+5+15+6+7+15+4 = 101% 

 
Therefore, one can conclude with mathematical certainty  that:
